REPORT CARDS 
The first report cards 

were released in October.  The 
second report cards have just 
been issued during the week of 
Nov 21–25, 2011.   Each teacher 
scheduled their own release 
date based on completion dates 
of units of work.  All second re-
port card marks were released 
by Nov 25, 2011.  The only ex-
ception is Work Experience and 
Special Projects.  If you did not 
receive a second report card by 
the dates mentioned, please 
give me a call. 

The second report cards 
will provide an accurate measure 

of how your child is doing in 
each course.  You are not re-
quired to sign and return these 
report cards unless specifically 
requested to do so by a teacher.  
As well, there are no formal par-
ent/teacher interviews at this 
time.

INFORMATION ABOUT THE 
AUTOMATED  

PHONE  / E-MAIL SYSTEM 
The automatic phone 

system calls home  (or sends an 
e-mail) when we haven’t re-
ceived a call from a parent or 
guardian notifying us of their son 
or daughter’s absence.  If we get 
a call by 3:30 from a parent or 
guardian on the day of the ab-
sence the automated caller will 
not call home. 

The automated message 
will notify you of the classes 
missed that day.  Most of our 
students start their day at 8:32.  
This is the first  INSTRUC-
TIONAL PERIOD of the day but 
not necessarily the first CLASS.  
When the automatic phone sys-
tem calls home, it lists the 
CLASSES missed which on 
Monday begins with the first PE-
RIOD.  To see the rotation of our 
classes throughout the week, 
please refer to the chart which 
follows. 

There is often some con-
fusion about which CLASS was 
missed.  Because we have peri-
ods that occur at different parts 
of the day, the message will indi-
cate which CLASS of the day 
was missed.

COUSELLORS DESK  

 So how do we handle 
stress?  It’s important to recog-
nize how much we can handle 
and to know our  limitations and 
when to ask for help.  There is a 
basic strategy to use, ‘S-O-S’ – 
situation, ourselves and sup-
port.   

Situation - when faced with a 
stressful situation it’s important 
to problem-solve, set goals,  and 
use positive self-talk & realistic 
thinking.  Keep trying different 
solutions until the situation is re-
solved.  Develop goals around 
your plan that will work for 
you.  And begin to change how 
you view and ‘vocalize’ your 
thoughts by journaling and talk to 
yourself ‘realistically’, for exam-
ple, not all boyfriends/girlfriends 
suck.   

Ourselves - take care of 
you!  Eat healthy, get enough 
sleep, exercise your body and 
mind, learn to relax with breath-
ing techniques, laugh (a lot), and 
help others.   

Support  – learn to express your 
feelings, take time to be with 
other people, examine your spiri-
tuality, and most important, con-
tact a professional if your feeling 
overly depressed or suicidal. 
Professionals such as your 
school counsellor, mental health 
therapist, doctor, clergy and/or 
helpline can provide you with   
resources you might need.  If 
you or any of your friends are 
feeling stressed out, stop in and 
talk with one of the Family 
School Liaison Counsellors at 
BCHS – Allyson Honig available 
Monday, Wednesday, Thursday 
& Friday or Tara Odland avail-
able Tuesday, Wednesday and 
Thursday afternoon.

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Grasslands Regional Divi-
sion No. 6 believes that schools in 
the Division have the responsibility 
to remain open. The safety of stu-
dents and the conditions for travel 
shall be the primary criteria to deter-
mine if buses will operate.  Schools 
will  be open during these poor 
weather days, but often will not op-
erate regular instructional plans.  
Parents are encouraged to take 
their children to school if, in their 
judgment, bus transportation or 
walking conditions are detrimen-
tal to the safety or well being of 
their children. 

 
In Town (City) Bus Routes  

 
Urban (within the city of Brooks) bus 
routes should not be cancelled 
unless the city roads become too 
dangerous to operate the school 
bus or the temperature reaches -
37 C.   
 If the bus routes are can-
celled due to weather/road condi-
tions or temperature within the City 
of Brooks, the Transportation De-
partment will contact Q-13 Radio 
1340 AM or The Fox 101.1 FM by 
7:30 a.m.  Please listen to the radio 
station for bus cancellations or call 
the Transportation Department at 
793-6703. 
If any bus route is cancelled in the 
morning it will not operate all day. 

Rural Bus Routes to Brooks 
Schools Designations  
 
Rural bus routes coming to 
Grasslands schools in Brooks 
may be cancelled due to deterio-
rating road conditions or if the 
temperature reaches -37 C.   If ru-
ral bus routes are cancelled due to 

inclement or cold weather, the bus 
driver is required to contact the local 
radio station Q-13 Radio 1340AM or 
The Fox 101.1 FM by 6:30 a.m. The 
bus drivers will contact all students 
on their bus route, or put a phone 
fan out into operation.  Please listen 
to one of these local radio stations 
for any school bus cancellations 
announcements.  If any bus routes 
are cancelled for this reason, they 
will not operate all day. 
 
Rural Bus Routes to All Other 
Grasslands School Designa-
tions  
 If rural buses going to our 
rural schools are cancelled due to 
deteriorating road conditions or if 
the temperature reaches -37 C, the 
Principal of the school in consulta-
tion with the Bus Drivers will deter-
mine if all/any of the buses routes 
going to their school will be can-
celled.  The Principal of the school 
will contact the local radio station Q-
13 or The Fox 101.1 FM by 6:30 
a.m. to put an announcement on the 
local radio station.  The bus drivers 
will contact all of the students on 
their route or put a phone fan out 
into operation.  Please listen to one 
of these local stations for any school 
bus cancellation announcements.  If 
bus routes are cancelled for this 
reason, they will not operate all day 
 
General Notes Regarding In-
clement/Cold Weather  
 
Parents should work with their chil-
dren to have a plan in the event that 
the school bus does not arrive to 
pick them up.  Children must be 
aware of how long to wait at their 
bus stop before returning home or 
going to a safe place. 

In spite of the careful main-
tenance and driver checks done to 
our buses on a daily basis, there 
have been rare occasions where 
there has been a bus breakdown.  
In the event of one of these inci-
dents, children need to be dressed 

appropriately for the weather condi-
tions.  

The temperature will be de-
termined from the Weather Net-
work/School Day Forecast web site. 
The temperature at 6:30 a.m. will be 
used to determine if the temperature 
is -37 C.  Go to 
www.theweathernetwork.com  
type in the town/city and then go to 
School Day Forecast (menu on the 
right hand side).  See the chart that 
follows to determine what town to 
type in.

Exceptions  
If buses are cancelled and any stu-
dent needing to write a Departmen-
tal Exam does not have transporta-
tion, please contact the bus driver or 
our Transportation Office at 403-
793-6703.

-37C weather the cancellation will 
be evaluated and an announcement 
will be put on the local radio stations
